Course Description: This course will offer students an opportunity
to delve deeply into the first five books of the Bible. Students will
study how these books present the Bible’s primeval history,
Patriarchal, Exodus and Wilderness narratives, and the Laws given
to Israel through Moses. The course introduces the students to these
stories and laws, to Jewish and Patristic interpretations of their
religious and theological importance and to scholarly theories about
their shape, design, meanings and origins. Particular attention will
be given to questions about the role of myth in these narratives, and
to the meaning of the covenants which punctuate it.
