The Hiroshima Peace 
Memorial Museum has developed a collection of posters concerning the conditions of the A-
bomb damage including the A-bomb mushroom clouds and the A-bomb dome with the intent 
of passing the reality of the A-bombings on to as many people as possible and to heighten the 
awareness of peace.
