* $3,000.00 will be awarded to the students who show a commitment to engaging in the
Latino community and who will work on a community project for one academic year
with our on-campus partners, DOVE and/or Habitat For Humanity.

*  $2,500 will be for tuition relief and $500 will be for project expenses.
