Course Description:  A study of the history and theological 
development of the liturgy of the Roman Rite, with attention to the 
Liturgy of the Hours and the Liturgy of Vatican II, especially the 
Eucharist as the source and summit of Christian living.  Course 
material will have the goal of integrating these themes with the life 
and ministry of a deacon.

He  

is a weekend assistant at Holy Trinity Church in Westfield and in  

the summer he teaches and gives spiritual direction at the Institute 

for Priestly Formation at Creighton University in Omaha, Nebraska.
