Be Reasonable: In the first question, what insights were derived from the mental map of
your environment? What about your interior map of head/heart/hands? How often do you

step back and reflect on your decision-making process? Has it improved with age?

Be Responsible: What where key insights that surfaced in today’s discussion? Any food for
further contemplation? Any action steps? What are the implications for you at work, in your

community and at home? Leverage the conversation for good!
